Adoption Incentive Program 

Wild Horse and Burro Program System (WHBPS) Guide 

● The BLM Office of jurisdiction will enter the PMACA and AIP information in WHBPS 
within 10 business days of the adoption date.  Animals included in the AIP will be 
identified by selection of the “Incentive 1000” option in the AIP dropdown located on the 

Select Animals screen of the PMACA as pictured below:

● The BLM Office of jurisdiction should enter completed compliance inspections within 

10 business days of the inspection date.  The Inspection Reason for AIP animals will 

be entered as “AIP - Adoption Incentive Program.”

● The WHBPS creates a report containing adopter information, animal location, and

inspection date for animals in the AIP.  The report is located in

Reports/Compliance/Required Inspections for Incentive Animals.  Report filters are

Admin State and inspection Fiscal Year due date.

adopted animals participating in the AIP with field staff and volunteers.
