General Notes and Comments from the CAWP Team: The Bible Springs Complex gather
personnel worked well together to implement the CAWP gather standards.

1) A negative test for equine infectious anemia (Coggins or EIA ELISA test)
within 12 months.
2) Vaccination for tetanus, eastern and western equine encephalomyelitis, West
Nile virus, equine herpes virus, influenza, Streptococcus equi, and rabies within
12 months.

Non-compliance: The COR did not ask for health records to be provided by the contractor.

Trap Site

Standard

.LA.4 Fence panels in pens and alleys must be not less than 6 feet high for horses, 5
feet high for burros, and the bottom rail must not be more than 12 inches from
ground level.

Non-compliance: The trap had sunk into the ground in various places making the height less
than 6 feet high.

Temporary Holding Corral

.LA.4 Fence panels in pens and alleys must be not less than 6 feet high for horses, 5
feet high for burros, and the bottom rail must not be more than 12 inches from
ground level.

Non-Compliance: The temporary holding corral had sunk into the ground in various places
making the height less than 6 feet high.

V.A.2 WH&Bs identified for removal should be shipped from the temporary holding
facility to a BLM facility within 48 hours.

Non-Compliance: Not all wild horses identified for removal were shipped from temporary
holding to a BLM facility within 48 hours.
