The Dalton Highway stretches 414 miles from Livengood (84 miles north of Fairbanks) to Deadhorse and the oilfields of 
Prudhoe Bay. Built to allow for construction of the trans-Alaska oil pipeline in the 1970s, this mostly gravel road travels 
through rolling, forested hills, across the Yukon River and Arctic Circle, through the rugged Brooks Range, and over the 
North Slope to the Arctic Ocean. This is no ordinary road -- it pays to be prepared. Carry extra motor oil and a spare tire(s).
