General Notes and Comments from the CAWP Team: Assessments of Off-Range Corrals
includes the Comprehensive Animal Welfare Program standards for Off-Range Corrals and
Transportation, as applicable.

Coordination with the EIm Creek Off-Range Corrals was excellent. The CAWP team was well
received and was provided access to the entire facility. The team was able to observe wild
horses having their hooves trimmed and worked through the chute system.

Requirements of Permanent Instruction Memorandum (PIM) 2021-002, Wild Horse and Burro
Comprehensive Animal Welfare Program (CAWP):
e All state, district, and field offices will continue to comply with the WHB CAWP policy
within their jurisdictions at all times. This includes the CAWP Standards for Off-Range
Corral Facilities, Transportation, and Adoption/Sale Events.
e All personnel, including contractor and partners involved in the care, handling, and
transportation of wild horses and burros at off-range corrals and adoption/sale events
are required to complete training annually.

Conditions found to be in non-compliance with the CAWP Standards for Wild Horse and Burro
Off-Range Corrals:

Facility Personnel
1.1.B The facility must have employees with training, skills, and experience to
observe, move, and handle the WH&Bs on the facility.

Non-Compliance: While the employees have the training, skills, and experience to observe,
move and handle the wild horses, they facility does not have enough employees.
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Facility Design
Standard

1.1LF Fences in pens, alleys, and working chute systems must be not less than 6 feet
high for horses, 5 feet high for burros, and the bottom rail must not be more
than 12 inches from ground level.

Non-Compliance: Not all pen fences where 6 feet high, and there were several places where
the bottom rail was more than 12 inches from ground level.

Standard
1.1L.G Fences must be of stout design and be maintained in proper condition with no
holes, gaps, or sharp edges which could result in WH&Bs being injured.

Non-Compliance: Some of the perimeter fence has woven wire that was broken and had holes
and sharp pieces that could cause injury.

Standard
1.ILN Shelter structures should be designed or constructed to reduce the risk for

injury of the WH&Bs and maintained to avoid excessive manure and mud.

Non-Compliance: The sheet metal around the bottom of shelter structures had broken edges
and were not designed to avoid excessive manure.

Loading and Unloading Facilities

Standard

1.1ILA.3 There must be no holes, gaps or openings, protruding surfaces, or sharp edges
present in fence panels or other structures that may cause escape or possible
injury.

Non-Compliance: There was a long bolt creating a protruding surface in the loading/unloading
chute that could cause injury.

Receiving Procedures

Standard

1.1I.LB.3 Any WH&B needing immediate veterinary attention must be identified and
separated as necessary for examination, and a consultation with a veterinarian
must be conducted within 4 hours.

Non-Compliance: Because one of the primary activities at EIm Creek Off-Range Corral is to rest
loads of wild horses and burros traveling to the Eastern United States, there are times when
animals arrive at night, and it may be greater than 4 hours before a veterinary consultation
could occur.
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Standard

1.1Il.B.4 An authorized, properly trained, and experienced person, as well as euthanasia
equipment and supplies, must be available immediately following unloading in
the event that the emergency euthanasia of an animal is required. Euthanasia
must be done in compliance with BLM Euthanasia policy.

Non-Compliance: Personnel and equipment are not always available immediately following
unloading.

Preparation Procedures
Standard
1.IV.D.6 Facilities must adhere to the current BLM vaccination policy.

Non-Compliance: Although all animals were current on vaccinations at the time of the
assessment, according to randomly selected animal health records, not all animals in the
facility received flu/EHV and strep booster vaccinations on schedule.
