In 2023, Anchorage Field Office (AFO) began work on a 

Travel Management Plan and Resource Management 

Plan Amendment (TMP/RMPA) to address advances 

in recreation technology (E-bikes), increasing 

recreation opportunities, and conflicting management 

of the seamlessly connected route network of the 

Campbell Tract Special Recreation Management Area 

(CT SRMA) and adjacent park lands. The TMP/RMPA 

affects nearly 25 miles of routes. These routes provide 

nearly 500,000 visitors annually with extensive 

recreational opportunities in Alaska.

The CT SRMA provides unique recreation opportunities 

to nearly 500,000 visitors annually. Several Special 

Recreation Permits (SRPs) are administered on the CT 

SRMA. SRP fees generated help to fund facility and trail 

maintenance, and trail improvements to resolve 

flooding and drainage issues from extensive flooding 

that occurred in 2022 & 2023. AFO purchased 3.2 

million pounds of E-1 gravel for trail maintenance and 

improvements on the CT SRMA.
