The Bruneau FO is leveraging the Federal Lands
Recreation Enhancement Act (FLREA) account in
FY24 as matching funds for an Idaho Parks &
Recreation grant application. If awarded, the grant
will provide material for an outdoor classroom, and a
road upgrade to the classroom, at the Perjue Canyon
Hands on the Land site adjacent to the Little Jacks
Creek Wilderness. Other partners providing matching
funds include Sierra Club, Idaho Trails Association,
and Idaho Conservation League. The minimal
classroom infrastructure would include basalt
column seating and a shade structure. The Field
Office FLREA/1232 account receives about $1,000-
2,000 annually from 2-4 special recreation permits.
